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INSTRUMENT FLIGHT PROCEDURES

1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 The objective of this Aeronautical Information Circular (AIC) is to give a current
overview for the approval and promuigation of instrument flight procedures by Department of
Civil Aviation Malaysia (DCA). The evaluation and approval of the instrument Approach
Procedure were carried out previously by PANS-OPS which was at that time part of DCA.
With the privatisation of the ATS Unit, the Department feels the need to implement that all
Instrument Approach Procedures shali be designed in accordance with the classification of
instrument approach and landing operations. These procedures shall be approved and
promuigated by DCA to serve each instrument runway or aerodrome utilised for Instrument
Flight Rules (IFR) operations.

1.2  This requirement is in line with MCAR Regulation 116 and in accordance with Annex
6 and ICAO PANS-OPS (Doc 8168 Volume | and I).

2. DEFINITION

21  The Definitions highlighted below is intended to standardise and made known to all
users and applicant (Contractors, Aerodrome Operators, Procedure Specialist etc.)
pertaining to Instrument Approach and Landing Operations using Instrument Approach
procedures are classified as beiow.

2.1.1 Non-precision approach and landing operations. An instrument Approach and
Landing which does not utilise electronic giide path guidance.

2.1.2 Precision Approach and Landing Operations. An instrument Approach and
Landing using azimuth and glide path guidance with minima as determined by the category
of operation, i.e. Category | (CAT 1) or Category Il (CAT li).

2.1.3 Procedure Specialist. A procedure specialist is a person or an establishment who
has been awarded a contract to develop Instrument Procedures by the DCA and has
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
