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FLIGHT CREW: PILOTS AND FLIGHT ENGINEERS
TYPE RATING, TRANSITION, RECURRENT AND UPGRADE TRAINING
(FIXED WING)

INTRODUCTION

This circular acts as a supplementary document to MCAR 1996 Regulation 48, 49 (2), Part B
of the Eight Schedule, Part B of the Ninth Schedul2 and in accordance with the requirement
stipulated in ICAO Annex 6 Part 1 Chapter 9 (9.1 & 9.3) and should be read in conjunction
with AlC 6/84 dated 17 Feb 84, AIC 6/87 dated 25 Nov 87 and AIC 5/90 dated 01 June 90.

REQUIREMENTS

All Malaysian operators shall established and maintain a ground (theoretical) and flight
training programmes and syilabus for flight crew initial type rating, transition, recurrent and
upgrade training and/or synthetic flight instructions/training. The operators shall seek
approval from DCA before implementation and to be Incorporated into the respective training
manual.

APPLICABILITY

This Training Programme requirement is applicabie to all operators operating international
(fixed wing) commercial pubtic transport aircraft and domestic commercial pubilic transport
aircraft and is applicable to all flight crew (Pilots and -light Engineers) to be assigned to their

duties.
PRCGRAMME AND SYLLABUS CONTENTS

A Training Programme is a system of instructions that includes curriculums facilities,
instructors, evaluators, check airmen, courseware, instructional delivery methods, and testing
and checking procedures. The training program ansures that each flight crewmember is
adequately trained and certificated for each aircraft duty position and kind of operation in
which each person serves.
